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AbStraCt: In this paper, 40 species of Dendronotina and Aeolidina (Opisthobranchia) in China coast are reported. They belong to
16 families, 30 genus. According to the limits of distribution, Dendronotina and Aeolidina fauna in China can be divided into three groups.
The majority of them are tropical and subtropical common in Zhejiang and other southern China coast. Some species distribute northwards to
Yellow Sea and Bohai Sea, and some are limited in the Yellow Sea and Bohai Sea. The overall feature of the fauna shows the nature of
