BLEEKER FROM CHINA ‘

AmBsTRACT

Eleotriodes immaculatus Ni sp. nov. (Fig. 1)

D. VI, I-14 (individuwally in 13); A. I-13; P. 19-20; V. I.5; C.7+13+7.
Secales in a longitudinal series 71—73 and in a transverse series 20—22,

Depth 5.4—6.1 in body length, head 3.4—3.6 Snout 3.2—3.5 in head, eye 4.0—4.2,
interorbital 5.6—6.1. Depth of caudal peduncle 1.3—1.5 in its length,

The present species closely resembles Eleotriodes muralis (Quoy et Gaimard), but
differs from the latter in lacking vertical bands on the body side (6 short vertical
bands in latter); longest spine of first dorsal lower than depth of body (higher than
body depth in latter), its length 1.9-—2.3 in head (1.1—1.4 in latter), without a black
spot on upper part of the dorsal membrane between the third and the fourth spines
{(with a black spot in latter); L. 1. 71—73, 1. tr. 20—22 (85—95 and 25—28 in
latter) ; snout 3.2—3.5 in head (2.6—2.9 in latter), eye 4.0—4.2 (4.7—5.9 in latter).
Eye 1.2—1.3 in snout (1.7—2.0 in latter).

Holotype No. 57-1091, body length 49.5mm (%), collected from Yantian, Baoan
county, Guangdong Province, on May 1, 1957,

xian, County Hainan Island, Guangdong Province, on November 30, 1955.
